1. GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
1.1 DESCRIPTION 
 Thank you for purchasing an Electric Non-Telescoping High Lift Truck. This truck has been 
designed for transporting and horizontal lifting of loads of up to 2,200 lbs. The electric high lift trucks 
feature a one year pump warranty and a battery powered hydraulic lift system that is operated with fingertip 
controls. It can greatly reduce labor and increase working efficiency and is an efficient tool for various work 
environments.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION 
 
1) Read the manual carefully before operation. Go through every procedure as required in the 

manual. 
2) Lift the fork to its full range a few times before use to release the air in the hydraulic system. 
3) Do not lift or pull personnel with the truck. 
4) Do not operate the unit on sloped or tilted surfaces. 
5) Do not put your hand or foot under the fork or into the moving parts 
6) Put all loads in the center of the fork. 
7) The safety valve in the pump station will automatically open when the unit becomes overloaded. If 

this occurs, don’t try to lift the load any more by pushing the “UP” button. This will reduce the 
lifespan of the pump unit.  

8) Power off the unit when not in use. 
9) To replace or fill hydraulic oil, the fork should be lowered to its lowest position. The oil to be used 

should be clean and filtered. The condensation point of the oil should be ≤ -4˚F (-20˚C), and the 
motion viscosity should be 20–30 cst. 
Note: Hydraulic Oil ISO VG 32 and multipurpose lubricating grease ZG2# or 3# are recommended 
for maintenance of this unit.

3. ASSEMBLY 
 
[Numbers reference models manufactured after 07/2008 shown on pages 13-16] 
1) Remove Screw (33) and Pin (32) accordingly. 
2) Insert Handle (35) into the handle seat of the Cylinder unit (1900). Put in Pin (32). Screw in tightly 

with Screw (33). Put Adjusting Screw (37) (at the lower end of the Chain) into the slot of the Swing 
Rod (124). 

3) Push down the Handle (35), moving the Pump Piston (108) downward meanwhile, to take away the 
Block (60). The Handle (35) will be able to return to its upright position. Keep the Release Lever 
(49) in the middle position “2”. The Handle (35) should now move up and down freely without any 
blocking. 

4) Put the Release Lever (49) at the low position “1”, operate the Handle (35) and the fork should be 
able to lift to its highest position. At position “3” of the Release Lever (49), the fork should lower 
steadily to its bottom position. 

5) Keep Release Lever (49) in low position “1” and pump Handle (35) to lift the fork to its highest 
position. Take away part (212) and cover (215N). Place Battery (214) into battery tank in the front 
of Part (70). Connect Connector (241,242) to (+) (-) poles accordingly. Tighten the screws on the 
Connector. Place part (212) and Cover (215) in. Finally lower fork to its lowest position. 

6) Insert Wire and Plug (239) [under Handle (35)] into Socket (239) [under Pump Cover (226)]. Check 
all electrical components such as wire, plug etc. to see if there are any loose, broken or shorted-
out. If everything is normal, switch on the General Switch (236) and check the Current Meter (240), 
the electricity should be over 3 lines. If it is below 3 lines (in the red light area), the battery should 
be charged. 

7) Check pipes in hydraulic system, see if there is any leakage or seeping. 
8) Place Release Lever (49) on Low Position “1”, press the Up-Button (238) intermittently, the fork 

should be able to rise accordingly. Observe the electrical parts and hydraulic system to see any 
abnormalities. If everything is normal, press the Up-Button to lift the fork to its highest position. 
Then set the Release Lever (49) to position “3”, the fork should be able to lower smoothly. 

9) Repeat the above said procedures 2 or 3 times to see if there is any abnormality and to drive air 
out of the hydraulic system. The unit is ready for operation. 

 
4. OPERATION 
 
[Numbers reference models manufactured after 07/2008 shown on pages 13-16] 
1) When the unit is ready for use, set the unit on flat, solid ground. Push forward and backward. The 

right and left wheel should swivel smoothly. 
2) Manual Raising: Set Release Lever (49) to Low Position “1”, operate Handle (35), the fork should 

raise smoothly. Place Release Lever (49) to Up Position “3”, the fork should lower smoothly to 
lowest position. Set Release Lever (49) to Mid-position “2”, the fork should stay at its current 
position and not drop. 

3) Powered Raising: Turn on Switch (236). Electricity indicator should be above red line, ie. Green 
light should be on. Place Release Lever (49) to Low Position “1”. Press Ascending Switch (238) 
and the fork should rise smoothly. Release the Ascending Switch (238), the fork should stop on any 
position, but not descend. Place Release Lever (49) to Up Position “3”, the fork should lower 
smoothly. Set the Release Lever (49) to Mid-position “2”, the fork will stop at its current position. 

4) This machine is equipped with a safety valve to prevent overload. Neither manual raising nor 
powered raising can completed while the unit is overloaded.  

5) After use, turn off Switch (236) to cut off electricity. The electricity meter will turn off. 
6) When raising speed slows down noticeably and there is no green light present on the Electricity 

Meter (240), then the Battery (214) should be recharged. Put the Input Plug on the recharger 
(218N) into the electricity socket Switch. The recharging begins automatically and a Red light 
glows. When the battery is fully recharged, the green light in recharge turns on. The indicator in 
electricity meter should show between 8 – 10 bars. Recharging usually lasts 10 – 12 hours.

Adjusting Position of Release Lever (49)  
1) Function of three positions:

Position 1: Lifting the Fork 
Position 2: Neutral 
Position 3: Lowering the Fork 

2) Adjustment: (Fig 2) 
Adjust Nut (36) if the Release Lever’s position is not functioning properly with the table below: 

Position Adjusting 
On Position 3, fork does not lower Turn Nut upward counterclockwise (+) 
On Position 1, fork does not raise Turn Nut downward clockwise (-) 
On Position 2, not neutral Adjusting Nut up and down

3) Fill Hydraulic Oil 
Lower the fork to its lowest position. Loosen the Oiling Screw (160) and insert clean hydraulic oil 

(Hydraulic Oil ISO VG 32 recommended). Then completely tighten the Oiling Screw (160). Press the 
Ascending Switch (238) and make sure the fork can raise to its highest position. If not, repeat above 
procedure. Oil should be filled just enough for the forks to ascend to highest position. Don’t fill the 
hydraulic oil up to the filling mouth.
